Items that must be purchased from

Main School Uniform 

• Sew-on school blazer badge
or Black blazer with school badge

• School tie
• Red Polo shirt with the embroidered

school logo on (summer uniform only)

• Plain black school blazer to which the sew-
on badge must be applied

• Plain white school shirt
• Plain black jumper or cardigan Cardigans

should have buttons, not zips. There is no
longer the requirement for the jumper to be
v-neck.

• Black footwear which must be totally black.
If footwear has logos or laces, they should
also be black.

• Plain black full-length trousers of regular
‘office wear’ fabric. Jean material and style,
or canvas material, is not permitted. Black
leggings are not permitted as uniform

• Plain black skirt of a regular ‘office wear’
fabric which must fall within 5cm above or
below knee length when standing. Tubular
style, close fitted or stretch/clingy fabric skirts
are not permitted.

• Black tights, or black, white or grey socks
• Coat. Denim jackets & hoodies are not

permitted as outerwear.
• Winter hat

Sports Kit 

• Black t-shirts with embroidered school logo
• Black training top with embroidered school

logo

• Plain black shorts (these must be long
enough to reach the middle of the
student’s thigh)  OR  tracksuit bottoms OR
Skorts OR leggings

• Red football/ rugby socks
• Trainers
• Football/ rugby boots
• Shin pads
• Mouth guards are highly recommended for

invasion games, such as football and rugby.

UNIFORM REGULATIONS 

Body piercings are not to be worn. Spacers are not to be worn. 

Clear plastic alternatives or plasters to cover piercings are not acceptable. 

The following items are the only items of jewellery permitted: 

• A watch
• A pair of single stud earrings

Rings and necklaces are not permitted because of the potential injury risk they pose. 

Make-up, if worn, should be kept to a minimum and maintain a natural appearance. 

False eyelashes are not permitted. 

Nails should be of a natural colour and short in length. If false nails are worn, they 
must keep to these same expectations.  

Hair should be of a natural colour and styles should not be extreme or feature 
shaved patterns.  

It may be required of students to tie back their hair in practical activities e.g. in 
Science, DT, PE or Dance lessons.  
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
